
 
 
Dear Friends,  

My favorite story of the Resurrection is Luke’s “Road to Emmaus” (Luke 24:13-35).  In the course of the 
story, Cleopas and an unnamed disciple have left Jerusalem after Jesus’ crucifixion to return home to 
Emmaus (a town about seven miles outside the Judean capital).  Luke writes: “While they were talking and 
discussing, Jesus himself came near and went with them, but their eyes were kept from recognizing him” 
(24:15-17).  Luke continues: 

 As they came near the village to which they were going, he walked  
 ahead as if he were going on. But they urged him strongly, saying, "Stay 
 with us, because it is almost evening and the day is now nearly over." So 
 he went in to stay with them. When he was at the table with them, he took 
 bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them. Then their eyes were 
 opened, and they recognized him; and he vanished from their sight.  They 
 said to each other, ‘Were not our hearts burning within us while he was 
 talking to us on the road, while he was opening the scriptures to us?’…Then 
 they told what had happened on the road, and how he had been made known to 
 them in the breaking of the bread (24:28-32, 35). 

There are two encouraging lessons to take to heart from this story.  The first is that it took two people 
(Cleopas and the unnamed disciple) to be able to put the pieces together.  Our faith isn’t one of the 
individual, but of faithful communities.  We can be faithful as individuals, but it requires a relationship with 
others to put our faith into practice.  I also find it encouraging that these disciples didn’t quite ‘get it’ on the 
first try.  They did witness the Resurrected Jesus but it was only after a little homework and literally some 
legwork—seven miles to be exact!   

The second lesson of hope is that they recognized this Jesus at the Table in the ‘breaking of the bread’ 
(24:24).  We can, in fact, find Jesus in the breaking of the bread.  Certainly as we gather around our Table 
at Grace Church, but definitely as we break bread with our loved ones and friends.  Continued presence at 
the Table brings not only joy and companionship but begins to foster hopefulness and a renewed joy to our 
communal life of Faith.   

I would suspect that God doesn’t expect us to get everything right the very first time, but there is certainly a 
precedent for continued practice and spiritual discipline.  As Woody Allen once said, “Ninety percent of life 
is just showing up.”  Likewise the majority of our life together as Christians—followers of Jesus—is about 
showing up and being present with each other and with God.  

During our holiest of weeks, Holy Week, we will daily have opportunities to not only walk with Jesus to the 
Resurrection, but we, too, can search for him in the breaking of the bread and in our prayers. With God’s 
grace, we will come to know the Lord Jesus; and with elation, we tell others how it is we found our Lord on 
our personal Roads to Emmaus.   

I wish you a prayerful Holy Week and a Joyous Feast of the Resurrection on Easter Day.

2010 TALENT DOLLAR IS 
STARTING SOON 

  
What is a "Talent Dollar"? 
   Talent Dollar is a program sponsored 
by the Episcopal Church Women 

(ECW) but all members of the parish are 
encouraged to join in.  This endeavor is part of the 
Grace Church missionary outreach.  The purpose 
is to raise monies for various worthy causes. 
  
What is the money used for? 
   The total collected monies returned at the end of 
the year 2010 will be donated to charities.  Last 
year $600 was raised and the ECW members 
voted to send the money to St. Mary's Foundation 
for Children and Camp DeWolfe.  The more 
money collected, the more support we can give to 
different charities. 
  
How do you use it? 
   Every year the ECW distributes Talent Dollars 
(a symbolic dollar bill will be handed out in the 
narthex on SUNDAY, APRIL18th, after church 
services).  The recipients of these dollars are asked 
to multiply this sum at least tenfold ($10.00) 
during the year 2010 by using their time and/or 
talent.  Then return the total profit collected to 
Kathy Roll, Chairperson, by the end of 2010.  
Please do not put it in the offertory plate. 
  

Example:  Use the dollar to buy some basic 
ingredients, which could be mixed or built into 
something you like to do or make (it might take 
some extra start-up money on your part).  Then 
with the money you have earned, donate it back to 
the 2010 Talent Dollar Fund which total money 
will go to outreach.  Make berries into jam to sell, 
fabric into a quilt to sell, wood into a toy to sell, 
paint for a canvas or wall, time put in babysitting, 
typing a report, planting a seed, raking a yard, an 
hour of overtime, selling used records and 
cassettes, money from deposit bottles, collect 
change in a jar, etc. 
   
 **Monetary donations of any amount (no matter 
how small) are gladly accepted if you are NOT 
able to complete a project this year. 
  
When is it due? 
   Everyone has until December 31, 2010 to return 
your profits.  Make sure you return it to Kathy 
Roll for credit.
