Dear Brothers and Sisters: 

As Episcopalians, we have been called to protect our children and young people by establishing safe 
environments programs. These programs are designed to provide education and training to clergy, 
ministers, educators, parents, and other persons in positions of trust with children and young people. 

We are pleased to introduce the Diocese of Long Island to a continuation of Safeguarding God's 
Children (CAP) - online training called Safeguarding Online. We have elected to participate in 
Safeguarding Online because it represents our strong ideals and teachings regarding the safety 
and protection of children, and it will help us to implement the highest standards in abuse 
prevention within our diocese. 

Safeguarding Online is produced through the Church Pension Group and designed by Praesidium, 
the national leader in abuse risk management, and has already been successfully implemented in 
five dioceses. 

The program covers the following important teaching points: 
• It separates the facts and myths about child sexual abuse. 
• It gives specific warning signs to watch for in adults who may abuse - including examples of 

physical, emotional and behavioral boundary violations. 
• It teaches warning signs that may indicate a child has been abused. 
• It provides adults with an action plan so they may effectively respond if they notice warning 

signs in adults or children. 
• It outlines appropriate and inappropriate interactions between adults and children. 
• It teaches how monitoring programs and keeping activities public are essential for keeping 

children safe. 
• It discusses how training provides us with tools and knowledge we need to protect children. 

Please remember that the Diocese of Long Island has a zero tolerance policy for abuse; therefore, 
all clergy, educators, caregivers, volunteers, parents, guardians, and other persons in positions of 
trust with children and young people are required to participate in training programs designed to 
Safeguard God's Children. This online training serves as either a supplement to the 3-hour training 
(CAP) already offered through Mercer OR as an approved substitute for that training. The 
Safeguarding Online courses allow you the opportunity to access it anytime, from anywhere.

In this, the end of almost twenty years of being cancer-free, I have been urged to send this letter out 
again.  May it save yet another life....... 

  FOR WOMEN ONLY 
  

 CONFESSION OF A MIDDLE-AGED(???) WOMAN 
  

I represent the woman you may have seen on TV 
who knows that having a mammography is very 
important - a good idea - the sensible thing for 
every woman to do.  
  
Somewhere in the early 1980’s, my doctor advised 
me to have a mammography done.  He explained 
that the routine examination of my breasts did not 
show any problem, but that it was a good idea to 
have this procedure done as a "baseline" for 
comparison in later years.  This certainly sounded 
like a good idea to me, so I agreed to have it done at 
my convenience.  Well, "my convenience" never 
seemed to come up - but I did keep promising 
myself that I certainly would have it done - it was 
such a sensible idea. 
  
On November 14,1990, I noticed a large lump, 
which had come up very suddenly in my left armpit.  
It was still there the next day; so on November 16th, 
I saw my doctor, who assured me that it probably 
was nothing to worry about (the kind you just keep 
an eye on).  He also examined my breasts and found 
nothing about which to be alarmed.  However, he 
reminded me of his advice to have a 
mammography, and implied that perhaps that might 
yield some information about this underarm lump.   
  
Once again, I agreed - good idea.  This time, 
however, the doctor made the appointment for me - 
for the very next day; he had had enough of my 
procrastination.   
  
The mammography showed a small mass in the 
right breast, and the radiologist's report 
recommended a biopsy.  So, the following Monday, 
November 19th, I saw a surgeon.  He explained that 
a lumpectomy was advisable; and that if the mass 
proved to be malignant, we would determine the 
next steps soon after. 
  
On November 30, 1990, I had the lumpectomy (a 
simple procedure done under local anesthesia; I 
went home within hours of the surgery with only 
the mildest discomfort). 
  
While I was in the recovery room, the surgeon 
informed me that the mass was indeed malignant, 

but very small (size of a pea), and suggested 
another appointment where we would discuss the 
next steps. 
  
On December 3, 1990, the surgeon explained the 
necessity for further treatment - either a 
mastectomy or radiation therapy was indicated; the 
choice was mine.  I opted for the mastectomy, with 
the removal of some of the lymph nodes for further 
examination. 
       
On Tuesday, December 11, 1990, the mastectomy 
was done.  By the next morning I was walking 
around accompanied by my IV, with only minor 
discomfort.  On Thursday, the surgeon came in to 
tell me that the lymph node examination proved 
negative; there was no more cancer to be dealt with.  
I was free to go on with my life - without any need 
for radiation therapy, chemotherapy, or medication. 
  
Only God knows when I would have gotten around 
to having the mammography done - my best guess 
is that it would have been after I actually felt a lump 
- and perhaps too late.   
  
I don't know whether or not you are a procrastinator 
like me.  If you are not, if you have been having a 
mammography done regularly, I congratulate you 
on your good sense. 
  
However, if you have been putting it off, I urge 
you, whether or not there is a history of cancer in 
your family (there is very little in mine) to have this 
relatively simple procedure done as your family 
doctor recommends.  Don't procrastinate with 
something as important as your life and health.   It's 
very nice to know that I can go on with my life - I 
wish the same to you. 
  
I'll be happy to talk further with you if you would 
like.

 P.S. The lump in my left armpit disappeared.... 
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5 Things You Never Knew Your 
Cell Phone Could Do   
 
For all the folks with cell phones. (This should 
be printed and kept in your car, purse, and 
wallet. Good information to have with you.)  
 
There are a few things that can be done in 
times of grave emergencies. 
 
Your mobile phone can actually be a life- 
saver or an emergency tool for survival. 
Check out the things that you can do with it:  
 
FIRST 
Emergency 
 
The Emergency Number worldwide for Mobile 
is 112. If you find yourself out of the coverage 
area of your mobile network and there is an 
emergency, dial 112, and the mobile will 
search any existing network to establish the 
Emergency Number for you; and interestingly, 
this number 112 can be dialed even if the 
keypad is locked. Try it out. 
 
SECOND 
Have you locked your keys in the car? 
 
Does your car have remote keyless entry? 
This may come in handy someday. Good 
reason to own a cell phone: If you lock your 
keys in the car and the spare keys are at 
home, call someone at home on their cell 
phone from your cell phone. Hold your cell 
phone about a foot from your car door and 
have the person at your home press the 
unlock button, holding it near the mobile 
phone on their end. Your car will unlock. 
Saves someone from having to drive your 
keys to you. Distance is no object. You could 
be hundreds of miles away; and if you can 
reach someone who has the other ' remote ' 
for your car, you can unlock the doors (or the 
trunk). 
 
Editor ' s Note : It works fine! We tried it out, 
and it unlocked our car over a cell phone!  
NOTE from KAREN: Gary and I tried this and 
it does really work. 

 
THIRD 
Hidden Battery Power 
 
Imagine your cell battery is very low. To 
activate, press the keys *3370#. Your cell 
phone will restart with this reserve, and the 
instrument will show a 50% increase in battery. 
This reserve will get charged when you charge 
your cell phone next time.  
 
FOURTH 
How to disable a STOLEN mobile phone? 
 
To check your Mobile phone ' s Serial Number 
Key in the following digits on your phone: 
*#06#. A 15-digit code will appear on the 
screen. This number is unique to your handset. 
Write it down and keep it somewhere safe. 
 
If your phone gets stolen, you can phone your 
service provider and give them this code. They 
will then be able to block your handset so even 
if the thief changes the SIM card, your phone 
will be totally useless. You probably won ' t get 
your phone back, but at least you know that 
whoever stole it can ' t use/sell it either. If 
everybody does this, there would be no point in 
people stealing mobile phones.  
 
And Finally...  
 
FIFTH 
Free Directory Service for Cells 
 
Cell phone companies are charging us $1.00 
to $1.75 or more for 411 information calls when 
they don ' t have to. Most of us do not carry a 
telephone directory in our vehicle, which 
makes this situation even more of a problem. 
When you need to use the 411 information 
option, simply dial: (800) FREE411, or (800) 
373-3411 without incurring any charge at all. 
Program this into your cell phone now. 

�
This is the kind of information people don ' t 
mind receiving, so pass it on to your family and 
friends.
